C.  Temporary Mobile Structure Use Fees
(Commercial Use Only)

For any approved mobile or manufactured structure used as a temporary commercial structure, the use permit fee shall be as follows:

1. When the mobile or manufactured structure is for temporary commercial use, the permit fee shall be $250.00 for a 6-month period, plus an additional $250.00 for any approved 6-month renewal thereafter.

2. When the mobile or manufactured structure is for a temporary construction field office, the permit fee shall be $50.00 for a 6-month period, plus an additional $50.00 for any approved 6-month renewal thereafter.

D.  Re-inspection Fees

The term "Re-inspection" for purposes or this section is defined as follows:

Where as inspection is requested by a builder for a particular phase of the work and construction is found not to be in compliance with applicable codes, a further inspection is required to verify that correction has been made.  If the correction is found to be unsatisfactory, yet another inspection must be made, and so on until compliance is achieved.  Each inspection subsequent to the initial inspection shall be deemed a re-inspection of that phase of the work.

Fees for the re-inspection of work are hereby established as follows:

For the first re-inspection:


$ 50.00

For the second re-inspection:


$ 75.00

For the third or subsequent re-inspection:
$100.00

1. Collection of Re-inspection Fees: Work may be suspended by the Building Official for failure of builder to pay re-inspection fees.  The re-inspection fees must be pay before re-inspections.  

E. WEEKEND OR AFTER-HOURS INSPECTIONS FEES, FEES FOR WORKING BETWEEN THE HOURS OF 8:00PM -7:00AM APRIL-SEPTEMBER AND 6:00PM-7:00AM OCTOBER -MARCH AND ON SUNDAYS
Fees for after-hours or weekend inspection shall be paid prior to such a request and appointment granting for the inspection shall be in addition to all other fees.  Such after hours and weekend fees will be based on a fee of $40.00 for the first hour or portion thereof required for the inspection, plus $25.00 dollars for each additional hour or portion thereof required.

Fees for working between the hours of 8:00pm and 7:00am April through September and 6:00pm and 7:00am October through March and on Sundays should be as follows:  

1st offense – $250.00

2nd offense -$350.00

3rd offense - $450.00

Work may be suspended by the Building Official for failure of builders to pay fees. Collection of fees must be pay before any inspections are made.

G.  PAYMENT OF FEES

All fees determined due and payable under this Resolution shall be paid at the office of the Town Clerk of the Town of Summerdale, Alabama, and shall be duly receipted prior to the issuance of any permit or permits.

H.  FEES FOR ADDITIONAL WORK

In the event that during the performance of the work of installation or alteration permitted under the permit, additional installations or alterations are required, it shall be unlawful for the person who secured the original permit to fail to immediately remit to the City Clerk an amount equal to the additional fees for permits and inspections incurred by the additional installations or alterations.  Any fees not immediately remitted for installation or alteration of work not permitted on the original permit shall be subject to Sections 5 and 9 of this Ordinance.

I.  DOUBLE PERMIT AND INSPECTION FEES

When work for which a permit is required is commenced prior to the obtaining of a permit, or when a building or improvement is occupied prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy by the Building Inspection Department upon completion of all required inspections, the permit applicant shall be required to pay $100.00 penalty plus a double permit fee.  In no event shall the applicant pay less than $150.00.  The payment of the required fee shall not relieve any person from fully complying with all of the requirements of all applicable regulations and codes, nor shall it relieve them from being subject to any of the penalties therein.

J.  BUILDING PERMIT VALUATION 
All Permits will be verified by the International Code Council Data.  Permit fees will be determined by the valuation. Authority from the Adopted 2018 Internation Building Code IBC Section 109.3.  
K.  LAND DEVELOPMENT/SUBDIVISION DEVELOPMENT PERMIT

Land disturbance Permit; a special permit for excavation, earth work, or lot filling; the fee shall be $50.00
Land Development/Subdivision Development Permit; Land development includes but is not limited to the construction, installation, or repair of all paving, parking areas, parking lots, streets, sidewalks, or other improvement to properties used for commercial or residential purposes. Where a required Site Plan has been approved by the Planning Commission, a $50 land disturbance permit may be issued for grading, prior to the issuance of the building construction permit. Where major subdivisions have been approved, the development fee shall be based on the total value of the development.

The minimum fee for land development/subdivision developments meeting the above definition shall be based on the total value of development and shall be $50 for the first $5000, plus $5 per thousand for each additional thousand.
